Internet Board Meeting – February 8, 2009

Motion 1: Wording Changes to Sweepstakes Rules which would take affect January 1, 2010.

A) Current Rule 1) Points will be awarded only for colors (varieties) that are currently held by a Certificate Holder (COD colors only). 

B) Current Rule 2) Open and Youth points will be counted separately in the contest.

    2b) Open and Youth points will be counted separately.

C) Current Rule 5) Best Opposite of Sex (BOS) will receive 2 1/2 points.

    5b) Best Opposite of Sex (BOS) will receive 3 points. 

    5b bumps BOS points from 2 ½ to 3 just for easier calculations.

D) Current Rule 8) Points will be doubled for BOB, BOS, BOV and BOSV wins at Official North America Lionhead Rabbit Club Specialty Shows and ARBA Convention Shows. 

    8b) Points will be doubled for the BOB, BOS, BOV and BOSV wins at the North American Lionhead National Show and at the ARBA Convention each year.

E) Current Rule 13) Each District will have points counted in OPEN only based on BOB and BOS points. There will be no BOV, BOVS or YOUTH points counted by District.   (Leave this rule out.  The board voted in the last round of motions to count points in Open AND Youth for the District Category, so this rule is not necessary and is redundant with Rule 3)

F) YOUTHCurrent Rule 2) Youth points will only be counted for Youth ARBA Sanctioned Shows unless there is no Youth show. In that case, the Youth may collect Youth points by participating in the Open Show.    2b) Youth points will be counted for ARBA Sanctioned Shows in either Open or Youth. 2b has been changed to accept Youth points in either Open or Youth.  As long as the Youth is showing his/her own rabbits, it will not matter in which show the Youth shows.  A Youth may not show in Both Youth and Open when only one Open show is offered.  A choice must be made.  One or the other.  A Youth may show in a Youth show and an Open show in the same day if two Open shows are offered.
