Motion 3:  Payment for Gibbon's Presentation Entries
There has been some discussion on the payment of Gail Gibbons for her Presentation Entries as voted on this past May.  The meeting minutes reflect the following motion "Motion by Arden Wetzel to pay for the entry fees for the Presentation animals for Gail's presentation, seconded by Theresa Mueller, one abstention, passed by the rest, motion passed".  Gail has been paid by the club for presenting 4 varieties (4 animals each variety) x $12 per entry for a total of $192.  The question has been raised whether she should have also been reimbursed for the Chestnut Variety that she brought for presentation but did not present to the ARBA Standards Committee.  I would like the board to please clarify this motion, so this does not become an issue every year.   Below are two clarifications of the above motion.  The only difference between the two is whether the NALRC will pay for entries not actually presentedto the Standards Committee (option a) or only those entries which are actually presented to the Standards Committee (option b).  Please vote for only one of the following clarifications:
a) To pay entry fees for all animals entered by Gail Gibbons at Convention which are eligible to present to the ARBA Standards Committee, not to exceed 4 rabbits in each variety for 1st Presentations and 6 rabbits in each variety for 2nd and 3rd Presentations. 
OR
b) To pay entry fees for all animals presented by Gail Gibbons to the ARBA Standards Committee, not to exceed 4 rabbits in each variety for 1st Presentations and 6 rabbits in each variety for 2nd and 3rd Presentations.
