AMENDMENT#1 
RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

 “ARTICLE IX – AMENDMENTS

Section 1 - Any amendment to the Constitution must be in the form of a written resolution(s). The resolution must be signed by a 

member in good standing and sent to the Secretary with a postmark before February 1st of the year it is to be considered.

Section 2 - The Secretary must forward the resolution to the Rules Committee for review of merit or conflicts. 

Section 3 - If the resolution has no conflicts and is found to have merit by the Rules Committee, it will be forwarded, by the Committee 
Chairperson, to the newsletter editor by March 1st for inclusion in the Spring Issue of the club newsletter.  

Section 4 – A ballot will be included in the Summer issue of the club newsletter.  All ballots shall be returned to the Election Committee 
Chairperson.  All returned ballots must be postmarked no later than July 31st to be considered valid. The Election Committee 
shall count all acceptable ballots by August 15th and send a certified statement of the results, along with the ballots, to the 
Secretary. The statement and the returned ballots shall be retained for one (1) year.  The results will be posted on the official 
club website no later than August 30th.

Section 5 – Amendments to the Constitution will be accepted with a 2/3rds majority vote of the ballots returned. Amendments will take 
effect thirty (30) days after the vote is recorded.

RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

Article III, Section 2 - All membership dues are annual and are payable at the time of joining. All memberships are immediate upon 
payment of dues.

Article III, Section 3 - Removal of Section 3 of Article III from the Constitution.
Passed ~ 25 yes

AMENDMENT#4
RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

Add as Section 6 of Article III 
Article III, Section 6 - The NALRC Board of Directors reserves the right to accept or reject, for just cause, 

any application for membership or renewal.
Passed ~ 21 yes, 4 no

AMENDMENT#5
RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

Article IV, Section 1 - The Officers of this club shall be President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and nine (9) Directors.  These 
officers shall constitute the Board of Directors.  All officers must have been members of both the American Rabbit Breeders 
Association (ARBA) and the North American Lionhead Rabbit Club (NALRC) for two (2) consecutive years prior to taking 
office.  Furthermore, no two members living in the same household or immediately related to each other shall serve on 

the board during the same time period.
Passed ~ 24 yes, 1 abstain

AMENDMENT#6

RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

Article IV, Section 3 - All terms of office shall be 2 years and shall begin immediately following the close of the ARBA Convention. 
Passed ~ 25 yes

AMENDMENT#7

RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:
Article IV, Section 6 - Candidates for office must notify the Secretary of their intentions to run for office, postmarked no later than May 
15th of the election year.  All members are eligible to be file an intent and run for office if they will have been members of the 
club for a full two years before they take office immediately following the annual ARBA convention.

The Rules Committee recommends that the membership approve the movement of this Article (Duties of Officers) from Constitution to the By-Laws.

AMENDMENT#9
RECOMMENDED AMENDMENT:

Article VI, Section 2 - The Board of Directors will meet at least twice a year. Two of these meetings shall be at the Spring National Show 
of the North American Lionhead Rabbit Club and at the ARBA National Convention Show.  The presence of five (5) voting 
members of the Board of Directors shall constitute a quorum.
