General Membership Meeting
May 2, 2010

Not members of the show committee, but amazing support were Marion Popkin & Ann Jorgeson who helped Cheryl with show reports and wherever else she was needed, LeAnn Danowski and her boys for manning the Raffle table and  to all the wonderful runners, writers and ramrods for their time and positive attitudes making the show run smoothly and at the same time fun!  This show could not be the success that it is without the incredible volunteers who help make it run so smoothly!! 
New Business:

Theresa then asked the membership for help with two club items.  First is the club website.  The club is in need of two new webmasters who can maintain our club site.  Sadie Welsh continues to be our webmaster and committee chair until a replacement can be found and we are indebted to her for this.  Lee Nevills will also be stepping down as webmaster in November due to some family matters which are taking much of her time.  Our constitution dictates that we have two webmasters living in two different households.  If anyone is interested in serving the club in this capacity, please let Theresa know.  
The second item is the NALRC Booth for the 2010 ARBA Convention in early November.  A booth chair is needed if we are going to have a booth at the ARBA Convention.  The responsibilities include setting up the booth and taking it down as well as seeing to it that it is manned during the 3 day Convention.  If anyone is interested in this, please contact Theresa as soon as possible so we can reserve booth space.    
Committee Reports:

Mane Musings Report:  Cheryl Rafoth, editor of the MM, made a short report on the newsletters.  She encouraged all members to consider submitting articles or even letting us know if members have ideas for articles they’d like to see.  We are always looking for fresh new input and articles.  She also reminded members that it’s advertising which helps offset the expense of putting out a quality newsletter.  All advertising by club members is always appreciated to help keep our club newsletter in the black.  

Sweepstakes:  Cheryl Rafoth, chair of the Sweepstakes Committee, thanked Tammy Setkze for her dedication in handling the sweeps reports and the counting.  It is very important that everyone take time to be sure all reports are filled out correctly prior to submitting them to Tammy.  It is not Tammy’s responsibility to find the missing information.  This is a much more difficult job that anyone can imagine that hasn’t done it.  A reminder that any reports postmarked more than 60 days after the show date will NOT be counted.  This is clearly spelled out in the sweepstakes rules, so be sure you submit your reports within 60 days following the show.  Until the Lionheads become a breed, it is up to us as members to provide complete and correct information for the counting of sweepstakes points.  Finally, Cheryl announced that she will turn in all points for the National Show so that no member has to report to Tammy on this.  Dawn announced that the show secretary for the Sunday show would do the same.

Motions:  Dawn made a motion that the club pay entry fees for all animals presented by Theresa Mueller to the ARBA Standards Committee for her attempt at the presentation process.  Motion was seconded and passed.

Presentation Report:  Theresa reported that her Presentation animals are coming along nicely.  She feels like she is “very deep” in Tort (Black) and Black varieties.  She is still very hopeful for the REW’s, but she announced that she would not present in Blue this year.  She did not get enough Blue’s over the winter to grow up and be able to produce the juniors for Presentation.  

Presidency:  Theresa announced that her focus has changed towards Presentation and as much as she loves being President and leading the club, she feels it is in the best interest of the club to let someone else lead while she works towards the goal of getting Lionheads recognized by the ARBA.  She then announced that she would not be running for President of the NALRC but Melissa Kelly is willing to serve the club in this capacity and will be running for the position.
