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General Membership Meeting for the NALRC 
The meeting was called to order by President Gibbons at 7:25 p.m. on Sunday, October 23rd, 2005

In the absence of Secretary Whaley, President G. Gibbons appointed Secretary elect Wetzel to take minutes of the meeting.
The Minutes from the last board meeting were approved as read and published, motion by S. Gibbons, seconded by Humphries, passed unanimously.
The Treasurers Report was approved as read and published with the correction of the typo of $20.00 versus $200.00. (Please note that the totals reflect the correct amount of $200.00.) Approval is subject to audit, motion by S. Gibbons, seconded by Humphries, motion passed unanimously.Letter in regards to NSF check from 2002. Board agreed to allow the matter to drop and not pursue for the amount of $10.00 after this length of time.

Committee Reports: 
Youth – Gina Fisher provided drawings for the youth stopping at the NALRC Booth. They can color one picture per day and turn it in for a ticket for a prize drawing at the end of the convention. There will also be a section in the newsletter Youth.
Guidebook – Promotional Committee to handle the responsibilities of the guidebook. Susan Rutherford is the chair.

Old Business: 
- Advertising for a club member was not included in the recent newsletter due to mail mix-up. Member will be given ad free for the next two newsletters as approved by the attending board members.
- Discussion amongst the attending Board Members in regards to vacant Board Positions was held. Rusty Westhoff, who has Parliamentary knowledge, recommended that we follow the letter of the constitution. This prohibits the appointment or candidacy of anyone who does not meet the minimal membership requirements as set forth in the Constitution and By-laws of the NALRC. This met with the overall acceptance of the attending Board Members.
- Incorporation paperwork will be initiated by Arden Wetzel after the first of the year.
- Discussion was accepted for the idea of payment to the Newsletter Editor. Amounts were discussed as well as tax ramifications for both the club and the Newsletter Editor. Motion was made by Humphries to pay the Newsletter Editor a stipend of $100.00 per issue for a total of $400.00 per year. Second by Witschey, Passed unanimously.
- Discussion was accepted for the idea of payment to the Secretary. Amounts were discussed as well as tax ramifications to both the club and the Secretary. Motion was made by S. Gibbons, to pay the Secretary a stipend of $50.00 month. Seconded by Witschey, passed unanimously.

New Business: 
- Arden Wetzel relayed a message from Secretary Whaley. She has resigned; letter to that effect was requested by President Gibbons.
- President G. Gibbons then appointmented Secreatry elec Arden Wetzel to fill the remaining days of the term. Appointment was apporved unanimously. All files and current correspondence will be turned over to Secretary Wetzel, any membership sent to Mrs. Whaley will be sent via mail to Secretary Wetzel's address.
- President G. Gibbons open the floor to consideration of a token payment to be made to Arden Wetzel to help with the costs of the presentation. An amount of $150.00 per year was suggested. A motion to pay $150.00 per year was made by Witschey, seconded by Humphries, motion passed unanimously, Secretary Wetzel abstained.
- Due to lack of communication by the Promotion Committee Chair, the Board has recommended that the chair be replaced. The lack of communication has put work on the new Guidebook way behind schedule. Vice President Humphries was appointed to get the Guidebook back on schedule. This met with the approval of the attending Board Members.
- Recommendation to join the Ohio State Club in regards to attending and having voting rights for the Mini Convention held in Columbus in April/May.

Motion was made by S. Gibbons, to adjourn the Board Meeting at 7:56 p.m..
